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The University of South Florida was founded

in 1956 to address the needs of people in one of
Florida’s leading urban centers. Arguably, there is no
greater need in a metropolitan area than the health
and well-being of its citizens. By establishing the
USF Medical Center in 1965—an entity eventually
named “USF Health” encompassing the Colleges of
Medicine, Nursing and Public Health—USF assumed
the profound responsibility of improving the lives of
people in our state by discovering cures for disease,
addressing public health concerns and producing high
quality health care providers.

Since then, we have taken our role to new
heights. Not only did we develop programs and

educate doctors, nurses, physical therapists and

public health practitioners, we also enlisted the
talent of people in almost every discipline at the
university: biologists, chemists, technologists,
mathematicians and engineers as well as sociologists,
psychologists and economists. Not only did we
establish clinical centers to serve people in our
region, we also made the bold decision to take a
multidisciplinary and holistic approach to clinical
care, education and research—and to offer our
solutions to the global community.

At USE we choose partnership and cooperation
over silos and closed-mindedness. We are committed
to being pioneers and champions of the knowledge
required to promote wellness, cure daunting diseases

and improve lives here and everywhere.

We believe the best
doctors have a broad understanding of much more than their
particular area of expertise. Interprofessional education, a
program whereby medical students take classes and work with
students in nursing, public health and pharmacy, means future
patients will benefit from doctors who have a holistic approach
to wellness, prevention and cures.
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Wearing the uniform of the University of South Florida

provides our remarkable student-athletes a way to
develop self-discipline, to learn the value of teamwork
and to measure themselves against the nation’s top
level of intercollegiate competition. In this way,
these student-athletes will learn valuable leadership
skills inside and outside the white lines and build the
character necessary for a lifetime of success.

For our general student body, attendance at
athletics events enriches the collegiate experience
and provides memories and pride that last a lifetime.
Athletics also provide a window to the university for a
national audience and provide a door through which
alumni reconnect to their alma mater. Great teams
can uplift the university and provide exposure for its

research engine as well as its academic enterprise.

This is why we have worked tirelessly to create
exceptional programs, hire top-notch coaches and
recruit outstanding athletes. It’'s why we made the
maverick decision to add a football team and why
we entered the Big East Conference in 2005.

In most ways, USF athletics mirrors the
philosophy of the university as a whole. We don’t
rest on our laurels, and we don’t listen to naysayers.
Instead, we believe in building great facilities for
our fans as well as our athletes. USF athletics plays
a central role in the Tampa Bay community. The
region is known for great sports and enthusiastic
fans: USF is part of that time-honored tradition.

A program that started in a double-
wide trailer a little more than a decade
ago should not by rights be nationally
recognized. But that's what happened
when USF added football to its slate

of intercollegiate athletics over the
objections of some who believed it
was too ambitious. Today, the Bulls are
ranked consistently in the Top 25, and
the sky’s the limit.

BIG EAST AND WOMEN'S SPORTS
USF's 2005 entrance into the

Big East Conference made

a tremendous difference for
women'’s as well as men’s sports.
Because of Big East membership,
USF has received more national
exposure and has been able to
recruit a higher caliber of athlete
to the nine women'’s sports offered.
The women's tennis team was the
first USF team to win a Big East
championship, and the women's
basketball team won the 2009
National Invitation Tournament.

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Interdisciplinary Research

USF was founded as a regional university charged
with a mission to educate and serve people in Tampa
Bay. Instead of letting that designation define us, we
recruited talented and productive faculty members for
whom teaching and research were paramount. Over
time, we built an enviable research program and were
classified in the Carnegie Foundation’s highest tier—a
Research University with Very High Research Activity
(RU/VH). And we have never looked back.

In 2008, we attracted $366 million in research
funding, nearly 10 times the amount we garnered
just 20 years ago. We established a research park to
foster partnerships with area industries—dramatically
contributing to the economic health of the area and
shaping tomorrow’s educated workforce. Based on
our commitment to global innovation, we designated
strategic areas for research—integrated neurosciences,

diabetes and autoimmune disorders, healthy and

sustainable communities, national defense solutions
and alternative energies—while also encouraging
exceptional research contributions in teacher
education, the humanities, the arts, business, and the
behavioral and community sciences.

The key to our research success, however, is
interdisciplinary collaboration. USF scholars believe
finding innovative solutions to society’s problems
requires great thinkers who approach problems
from different perspectives. That’s the nature of our
research engine and the reason USF is internationally
recognized as the source for important discoveries
and new knowledge in virtually every field.

Clearly, the unstoppable nature of USF is captured
in our labs, classrooms and libraries, where
world-class scholars—and the students they
inspire—are committed to improving life through

multidisciplinary efforts.

“I have a passion for assisting children in becoming physically active and
healthy for a lifetime. USF has provided me with an opportunity to pursue

a unique research interest that, in return, has affected many children and
contributed to desirable growth in the field of physical education.”
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Though metal-organic
materials (MOMSs) do not
exist in nature, they have

become one of the hottest
areas of research in
chemistry. An internationally
recognized team of USF
physicists, polymers
scientists, engineers and
chemists are working
together to harness the
power of MOMs. It is clear
that MOMs, which are
synthesized by chemical
processes and have
important properties, will
have ground-breaking
applications for energy,
health and the environment.

<t ALTERING CANCER CELLS AND OUTCOMES
USF Professor of Engineering Richard
Gilbert is part of an interdisciplinary
team of doctors and scientists studying
electromagnetic fields as they relate to
interrupting the structure of cancer cells
to make them recognizable to the immune
system. USF was the first in the United
States to conduct a clinical trial for electric
field mediated drug delivery and the first
in the worldto conduct a clinical trial for
electric field mediated gene delivery.

HEALTHIER CHILDREN

The Childhood Obesity Research Center at USF is a joint
program between the Colleges of Education and Public
Health. Researchers in the Center are testing ways to
promote activity among 8- to 10-year-old children. Area
schools as well as several youth-based community
programs are joining in the effort to reduce childhood
obesity by making exercise fun and appealing.
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The University of South Florida is the only institution

of higher education in the state of Florida designated
by the Carnegie Foundation as “Community
Engaged” and one of only 10 public research
universities in the entire country with both the
RU/VH and Community Engaged designations.

For an institution established in 1956, we certainly
have made our mark. Impact—both here and
abroad—is what defines us, motivates us and makes
us unstoppable.

Our local impact from an economic standpoint
alone is significant. Our four institutions in
Lakeland, Sarasota, St. Petersburg and Tampa serve
their regional communities by supplying talented
human capital and offering educational options
for people in different locales. Through service
learning, community partnerships and public health

initiatives, USF students and faculty members are

making a difference in their respective fields locally
and across the globe.

The university reaches out to millions of listeners
and viewers through the public broadcasting station
WUSE, and more than 115,000 alumni call the
Tampa Bay area home. Both the stations and our
Alumni Association make a tremendous impact on
the quality of life, business climate and educational
opportunities in Bay-area communities. Additionally,
with alumni in more than 120 countries, we're
making an unstoppable difference around the world.

As the Tampa Bay area’s only state university,
we have a responsibility to serve and strengthen our
region. In doing so, we are translating our ideas from
the bench to the global bedside, from the classroom
to the world-wide boardroom, and from the minds
of our high-potential students and brilliant faculty

members to the global collective consciousness.

From modest beginnings in 2002, when approximately
300 students took part in what was then known

as the Reverend Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Day of
Service, the Stampede of Service has become USF's
largest community service event—with thousands

of students participating each year. Celebrating the
work of Dr. King and the importance of volunteerism,
the Stampede of Service now involves students
working with more than 60 organizations and nonprofit
groups throughout the Tampa Bay region. As the

only university in Florida recognized nationally

as a “Community Engaged University” by the
Carnegie Foundation, USF is committed to serving
the community in every way—and our students are
leading the charge!

STRENGTHENING THE REGION THROUGH ENTREPRENEURSHIP
USF’s Center for Entrepreneurship, a multidisciplinary center
focused on entrepreneurial education, training and research,
was ranked the fifth best graduate program in the nation by
Entrepreneur magazine and the Princeton Review in 2008.

The Center seeks to create unique learning opportunities
through partnerships among students, faculty and community
entrepreneurs. Nearly 50 ventures have been launched by
Center graduates since 2002.
